PURPOSE:    
Responsible washing, buffing, and polishing customer vehicles after body work is completed 

 
ACCOUNTABILITIES: 

• Wash vehicle exterior, using cleaning solutions, water cloths and brushes. 

• Apply wax to truck body, and wipe and/or buff surface to protect surface and preserve shine, using 
cloth and buffing machine. 

• Vacuum interior of vehicles to remove loose dirt and debris using vacuum cleaner. 

• Clean upholstery, rugs, and other surfaces, using cleaning agents, applicators, and cleaning devices. 

• Apply revitalizes and preservation agents to vinyl or leather surfaces and treat fabrics with spot and 
stain resistant chemicals to preserve and protect interior components 

• Clean engine and engine compartment with steam-cleaning equipment and various cleaning agents to 
remove grease and grime. 

• Apply special purpose cleaners to remove foreign materials which normal cleaning  procedures do not 
remove, utilizing experience and judgment and following recommendations of product manufacturer 

• Apply paint to chipped body surfaces of vehicles using touch up paint.

• Keep work areas clean and safe to work in.
